Patient Equipment: Chlorine
based detergent clean after use
and at least on a twice daily basis
with appropriate contact time

Linen: Treat as infectious

Waste: Dispose of as Clinical /
Healthcare waste

weeks

48 hours asymptomatic and a
normal stool passed
