19 Inquiry, have been set up to examine the UK’s response to and impact of the
COVID-19 pandemic, and to learn lessons for the future. Amongst other topics the
field of health will be investigated. The Inquiries will cover the period from 1
January 2020 to 31 December 2022, however the end date is subject to extension,

reports, reviews, briefings, minutes, policy, plans, notes, and correspondence.

As a member of staff you are being asked to take action to identify information
relevant to the COVID-19 Inquiries and put measures in place to protect this
information from destruction. To ensure that NHSGGC retains all information which
may be pertinent to the COVID-19 Inquiries we are issuing the following advice.
