The safety and wellbeing of our patients and communities is a top priority for
NHSGGC, with falls being a common problem within our older population, and one
third of over 65’s and half of over 80’s having a fall every year. However, falls are
not inevitable and there are many things that we can do across the health and
social care system to reduce the risk of people falling — allowing them to continue
to live well and continue doing what they love.
