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Please find attached the estimated income distribution for this study
The general principle applied is that:
· direct costs are cost recovered where incurred; 
· contribution (overheads / markup) is shared between the PI, institution and support department endowment funds; 
· the residual balance paid to the PI’s endowment fund or UoG discretionary fund to further support research.
The Glasgow Biomedicine fee of 8% is an admin fee applied to patient income to offset the cost of the managing commercial contracts – commercial coordinators and finance staff.
UoG investigators should raise any queries regarding funding transferred to UoG directly with UoG finance.
