As CHEFs we recognise that care homes are rich learning environments and we have worked closely together to choose topics relevant to practice.  We also recognise that Practice Assessors and Practice Supervisors can be very busy and thus have provided activities for students to work on independently at the care home.

So, what are they?

Bite sized learning activities that students can pick up and complete whilst on placement.
They are designed to be interactive, related to the residents they are caring for and self-directed.
One to two sided A4 sized activity sheets.

Each worksheet will help towards the student evidencing to their practice supervisors their achievement of platform proficiencies and skills annexes.
