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Investigate:
• Suicidal thoughts –

nature/frequency/plan/protective 
factors

• Auditory/visual hallucinations –
distressed/command

Complete DATIX

• Complete study visit paperwork 
(AE/SAE).

• Record details of visit including 
deterioration and action in 
Clinical Portal, and if applicable 
EMIS/paper case notes.

Assess risk to 
participant and others

Research participant shows signs of 
deterioration in mental state:
•Suicidal thoughts 
•Auditory/visual hallucinations
•Elated/ low  mood
•Delusions

High Risk – Immediate plan:
• Transfer participant to A&E, if 

required request assistance 
from others in GCRF.

Medium Risk – No immediate plan:
• Notify GP/CMHT of  

deterioration

Low Risk – thoughts only:
• Advise participant to go to GP
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
