Review Team Established

In March 2019, Dr Andrew Fraser and Dr Brian Montgomery were appointed to
undertake the Review as co-Chairs. They will be supported by Billy Hare, Professor
of Construction Management at Glasgow Caledonian University and; Linda
Dempster, the Head of Infection Prevention & Control for NHS England. A Review
Team has also been appointed, to research, co-ordinate and manage the work of the
Review.
