	 Unsafe Situations and Emergencies


	Activity

1. With the learners, discuss what an unsafe situation is and ask for examples, either from personal experience or imaginative 
e.g. broken glass in park or crossing a busy road with no crossing;

2. Now discuss what an emergency situation is and give examples such as a car crash, house fire etc. 

Ask learners who the emergency services are and what their job is. 
You may want to download some images to use as aids;

3. Place the labels “emergency” and “not safe” on a table and discuss with the children what they mean;  

4. Ask the children to sort the cards into two piles according to whether or not they think each scenario is an emergency (call 999) or unsafe (might cause harm if not used properly).
Include in the discussion that an unsafe situation may become an emergency if left unattended and no action taken;
5. Using Teachers Resource Sheet, Unsafe Situations and Emergencies, discuss with the learners what to do in an emergency situation.  Follow this by getting them to act out an emergency situation and then calling 999.



Teacher Resource Sheet 

Unsafe Situations and Emergencies

How to contact the Emergency Services

1. Stay calm.

2. Using the telephone, dial 999.

3. When the operator answers, listen carefully.  The operator will say: “Emergency. Which Service?” 

4. Tell the operator which service you want:

· Fire

· Police

· Ambulance

· Coastguard

5. The operator may need to know the number you are calling from.  Give it carefully and clearly (if you know it).

6. Stay on the line.  The operator will connect you to the emergency service.  Tell the person that you are speaking to:

· What the emergency is

· Where it is

· Where you are phoning from

7. The emergency service will be on its way

8. NEVER make a hoax call.  It is against the law and can risk the lives of people who really need the help.

Scenario Cards

Unsafe Situations and Emergencies

· Cut the scenario cards out in advance of the session 

· Place the labels “emergency” and “not safe” on a table and discuss with the children what they mean.  

· Ask the children to sort the cards into two piles according to whether or not they think each scenario is an emergency (call 999) or unsafe (might cause harm if not used properly)

Include in the discussion that an unsafe situation may become an emergency if left unattended and no action taken.
