	Activity

1. Introduce the words decision, consequence, positive and negative to the class.  

Ask if any of the learners know what these words mean.

2. Give examples of how someone might make a decision and then the consequence that could follow on from this e.g. a brother and sister decide to play football in the living room. What could happen? What are the consequences of their decision?

3. Ask the learners if they can give an example of a decision they have made that has had consequences. 

          Were they positive or negative consequences?

4. Split the learners into pairs and give out Activity Sheet, Consequences.  

5. Ask learners to look at each of the decisions and ask them to write down possible consequences (positive or negative) associated with each scenario.  

           Discuss the answers as a class.  

6. Conclude by explaining that every single decision we make has an associated consequence, positive or negative, on us and other people around us. We therefore need to consider possible consequences carefully before we make any decision.  




Activity Sheet

Consequences
