	Teacher’s Notes

If possible, arrange for a Police representative/Campus Cop to attend to have a discussion with the learners about the laws on drugs and the potential negative consequences associated with having, using or selling drugs. See Visitor Brief.
Ask each learner to prepare two or three questions to ask the visitor before the visit.




	Activity

1. Ask the class to sit in a circle and invite the Police representative to join them. This open forum session should be led by the visitor as much as possible. If necessary, explain any words the visitor uses that the learners may not understand or be familiar with. The visitor should cover the following issues:

· The role of the Police in upholding the law in relation to drugs;
· The legal consequences for young people having, using or selling drugs;
· The law regarding alcohol, drugs, solvents and tobacco;
· The potential consequences for older friends, brothers, sisters or other adults who encourage young people to take drugs, alcohol or tobacco;
· The potential consequences for shops selling cigarettes, solvents and/or alcohol to underage young people.

2. Ask the learners what they have found out that is new and surprising about drugs and the law.  

 Ask the class to work in small groups to consider:

·   What advice in relation to the drug laws they would give other young people about having, using or selling drugs?

·   What advice in relation to the drug laws would they give to adults who were considering encouraging young people to become involved in substance misuse?

·   What advice in relation to the drug laws would they give to shop keepers who were considering selling cigarettes, solvents and/or alcohol to underage young people? 

3. Conclude by reinforcing that as the class have heard from their visitor, there are drug laws in place that are upheld by the Police and there can be negative consequences for young people who are involved in having, using and selling drugs.
