	Activity

1. Begin the lesson by asking learners to write on a post-it note how they feel when they do something wrong (one word per post it, more than one can be used), pull these together. 
Now ask learners to consider how they feel when their friend does something wrong and repeat the post it exercise as above. 

      Discuss the similarities and differences on the feelings.

2. Give out Activity Sheet, Responsibilities, and ask learners to complete it in pairs. Recommend that the learners try to bullet point their answers.



	3. Ask the learners to feedback to the class and ask them questions such as:

· Was your friend at risk?

· What did you decide to do? 

· How did you come to this decision?

· How will this affect you?

· How will this affect your friend?

4. Conclude the lesson by asking pupils to finish the following sentence:

“Being a responsible friend means…..”
