	Teachers Notes 

You may wish to create additional scenarios so that each group in the class can act out a scenario and another group could evaluate it.
A widely used definition of anti-social behaviour is the definition contained in the Crime and Disorder Act (1998): ‘Acting in a manner that caused or was likely to cause harassment, alarm or distress to one or more persons not of the same household as (the defendant).’ 




	Activity

1. Begin the lesson by asking the learners the following questions:

· What is anti-social behaviour?

· Can you give examples of anti-social behaviour?

· Can you share examples of anti-social behaviour that you have seen?

· How have these incidents affected you or made you feel?

· What causes people to display anti-social behaviour?

Provide the class with some examples of how people can be affected by anti-social behaviour (noise, fighting, crime, vandalism, police involvement etc.).
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	2. Split the class into small groups and ask each group to complete Activity Sheet, Anti-social behaviour and substance misuse. Each group is to allocate a timekeeper, a recorder and someone to feedback to the class. 

Ask each group to feedback on how they think each of the individuals might feel.  

Additional anti-social scenarios for activity 2 if time allows:

A group of young people are smoking in a bus stop.

Family conflict – sibling comes home drunk – parent/sibling shouting.

A group of teenagers have taken some drugs and start to vandalise the wall at the train station.

3. Conclude by explaining to the class that people’s perceptions of anti-social behaviour can be different. Alcohol, tobacco and drugs can affect the way people think, feel and behave and can lead to poor decision making and negative consequences. Behaviours which are viewed as acceptable to some individuals might frighten or upset others in the community.
