General Information
The Clinical Genetics reception and the clinic area are on the 1st floor of the Laboratory Medicine building (‘17’ on the map), the green building opposite the new hospitals (‘1’ and ‘2’ on the map). There is a lift.

You may park in either of the multi-storey car parks (‘P1’ and ‘P2’ on the map) – ‘P1’ is closer and is accessed from Hardgate Road.

Disabled Parking
Parking for blue badge holders is available within the multi-storey car parks. For most people, this takes about 5 minutes to walk but for those with mobility problems it may take longer. There are 3 spaces directly outside the door of the department but these may be occupied. If necessary, it is possible to be dropped at the door (by entering from Hardgate Road, just beyond the car park).
