Hand Hygiene: Liquid Soap and
Water or alcohol hand gel on clean
hands

PPE: FFP3 mask, disposable yellow
apron and gloves for all routine
care and Aerosol Generating
Procedures (AGPs). Eye protection
where there is a risk of splashing of
blood and body fluids.

Patient Environment: Twice daily
with 1000ppm chlorine based
detergent

Patient Equipment: Chlorine clean

after use and at least on a twice
daily basis

Laundry: Treat as infected

Waste: Dispose of as Clinical /
Healthcare waste

Incubation Period: 2-8 weeks to

cause an immune reaction (may be
years before disease develops)

Period of communicability: NA
Notifiable disease: Yes
