Urinals
There is a broad range of urinal’s designed for men and women. These are a significant living aid for those who struggle to make it to and from the toilet/commode.
These are available in various designs, some have handles, ports that can attach to a drainage bag, have lids and also non spill adapters.

Ensure the person consents and understands why a urinal is necessary and how to use it.
Always keep use private. If needed, cover the patient/client’s knees with a towel, blanket or sheet. Ensure a call bell (if used) is within reach and leave person, but remain close by. Assist where necessary. 

· Always offer the person hand washing facilities 

· You may need to measure the amount of urine passed. 
· Dispose of contents and clean the urinal according to your local policy 

· Don’t forget to wash your own hands and wear gloves and apron when assisting the person. Remember to wash your hands again after removing gloves and apron.
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
