Hand Hygiene: Liquid Soap and 
Water or alcohol based hand rub 
 
PPE:  
Yellow apron and fluid resistant 
mask is required for routine care. 
Disposable gloves must be worn 
when exposure to blood, body 
fluids and non-intact skin is 
anticipated or likely.  Eye protection 
should be worn if risk of blood and 
body fluid plashing. 
 
Patient Environment: Twice daily 
chlorine clean 
 
Patient Equipment: Chlorine clean 
immediately after each use and 
twice daily  
 
Laundry: Treat as infectious 
 
Waste: Dispose of as Clinical /
